Hopefully, neither of these things will happen. Although different varieties of English will continue to develop around the world, Standard English will survive for international communication. In addition, the frightening prospect of a culturally uniform world totally dom​inated by one language is impossible. Already other languages are fighting back against the iron grip of English on the Net. Governments around the world are also starting to protect small​er languages and recognize the impor​tance of cultural and linguistic diver​sity.
English will probably stay in control for a long time, at least while the USA re​mains the top superpower, but it defi​nitely won't become the only language in the world.

Food traditions and rituals play a central role in all our lives. Some of these are the repeated patterns that we build into our days — hot milk before bedtime, for instance.
But food traditions and rituals go beyond the everyday and the personal. Food takes us back in time, connecting us to the recipes and customs that our families have practised for generations. Many of us will enjoy family cookery tips that have been handed down through our families by our grandparents — unique recipes for jams or pickles for instance. It is impossible to imagine an Indian wedding, a Jewish Friday night, an English birthday tea or Christmas day without particular foods. In all these traditions, food plays a central role in bringing people together.
However, it is important to remember that traditions do not stay the same forever, but change and adapt over time. For example, many people in England now consider going out for a curry on Friday night a "tradition" and see Indian food as part of the British way of life — but this is a new part of British culture that has only come about in the last few years. In Britain, a traditional "turkey" is eaten at Christmas, but this tradition has only existed since Victorian times. Food can also be a powerful way to break with tradition — to eat food that is taboo for your elders, or reject the food your family cooks in favour of a takeaway for instance, to put our elbows on the table while eating or to lick our knives clean.

Over the last century, eating habits in Britain have changed dramatically. The eating habits of our parents, grandparents and great-grandparents would be completely different to many of us today. Our experiences of shopping and cooking have been transformed as have our attitudes towards health, table manners, "foreign" foods, waste and choice.
The British have long been famous for having "boring" food and conservative tastes. For many British families up until the last few decades, household eating patterns varied little. Today, many of us enjoy a greater range of foods than ever before.
Nowadays in the UK we are used to eating food from around the world. A lunchtime snack might include sandwiches, spring rolls or pizza. Supermarkets stock food from around the globe — think of tropical fruit like mangoes, sold side by side with apples.
Today fast food chains are a global phenomenon — fried chicken, burgers and submarine sandwiches are available on the streets of every town. Thomas Alva Edison
The American inventor, Thomas Alva Edison, was born in Ohio in 1847. Tom, or Al, as his family called him, was one of those children who are al​ways asking "Why?" He was always try​ing to learn how things worked or how they were made. The boy's education was limited to three months in the pub​lic school of Port Huron, Michigan. He started work in 1859 when he was only twelve. Young Edison began to travel on one of the trains between Port Huron and Detroit. He sold fruit, sweets and cakes to the passengers. The hours that he had to wait at Detroit before starting back home, he spent in the library read​ing technical books.
Several years later, in 1863, Edison learned  telegraphy  and   he  became a telegraph operator. He was soon one of the fastest operators in a large tele​graph company in Boston.We wanted to improve the telegraph system and worked very hard at it. Night after night he read the "Book of Experiments", by Michael Faraday, the inventor of the electric generator, in the hope that this would help him to solve his problems.  He did not sleep more than four hours  a night and sometimes he did not go to!bed at all. He often did not even find  time for breakfast.
Aren't you going to stop to eat your  breakfast?" his landlady once asked  him.
"No", he answered, "I've got so much to do, and life is short".
After a few months of work, he built a transmitter of a new kind. This was his first important invention.
Edison was advised to go to New York where the opportunities were greater. He did so, but when he reached New York in 1869, he had no money left at all. "I had to walk in the streets all night because I hadn't the price of a bed; and in the morning nothing to buy breakfast with", he said.
But soon he opened a small workshop. In 1867 he had two inventions.
One of Edison's greatest inventions was the gramophone, orthe "phonograph", as he called it, which repeated his words. He told his assistants that this was the beginning. The time would come, he said, when this new instru​ment would record music. "It will play symphonies and whole operas, the world will hear again the great singers who are no longer living..."
Another of Edison's inventions was the electric lamps. Edison believed that only work could bring success. He con​tinued active work until only eighteen days before his death in 1931, at the age of eighty-seven.
That evening, Americans all over the country turned off their electric lights for a few moments — the light which Edison had given them.

Tomas Alva Edison
The American inventor Thomas Alva Edison was born on February 11th, 1847 in Milan, Ohio. He was the seventh and last child of Samuel Edison, Jr. and Nancy Elliot Edison. When Edison was 7 years old, his family moved to Port Huron, Michigan, where his father  worked as a carpenter at the Fort Gration  military post.
Edison entered school in Port Huron, but his teachers considered him to be a dull student. Because of hearing problems, Edison had difficulty following.  That's why he often didn't attend school. Nevertheless, Edison became an enthusiastic reader, and at the age of 10 he set up a laboratory in his basement.
When his mother could no longer stand he smell of his chemistry lab, Edison took a job as a train boy on the Grand Trunk Railway and established a new flight car.  He was 12 at that time. Edison also began printing a weekly newspaper, which he called The Grand Trunk Herald.
While Edison was working for the railroad, something happened that changed the course of his career. Edison saved the life of a station official's child, who had fallen onto the tracks of an oncoming train. For his bravery, the boy's father taught Edison how to use the telegraph.
From 1862 to 1868 Edison worked as a telegrapher in the Midwest, the South of Canada, and New England. During this time he began developing a tele​graphic repeating instrument that made it possible to .ransmi messages automatically. By 1869 Edison's inventions were progressing so well, he left telegraphy and began a career of full-time inventing and running business.
Edison moved to New York City, and within a year he was able to open a workshop in Newark, New Jersey. He produced the Edison Universal Stock Printer, the automatic telegraph, as well as other printing telegraphs, while working out of Newark. During this same period Edison married Mary Stilwell.
By 1875 Edison began to experience financial difficulties. To reduce costs, Edison asked his father to help him build a new research laboratory and machine shop in Menlo Park, New Jersey. He moved into the new building in March, 1876. Edison achieved his greatest successes in this laboratory and he was dubbed the "Wizard of Menlo Park."
In 1877 Edison invented the transmitter that is still used in telephone speakers and microphones. In December of the same year he made a phonograph.
In the late 1870s with the support of leading financiers including J.P. Morgan and the Vanderbilts, Edison established the Edison Electric Light Company. In 1879 he publicly demonstrated his incandescent electric і ight bulb. He not only invented the first successful electric light bulb, but also set up the first electrical power distribution company. In 1882 he supervised the installation of the first commercial, central power system in lower Man​hattan.
Edison was also a good businessman. He not only designed important new devices, he created companies worldwide for the manufacture and sale of his
 inventions. Along with other manufacturing pioneers of his era, Ediscr helped to make the United States a world industrial power. He and Henry Ford became friends after Edison had encouraged Ford to use the gasoline powered engine for the automobile.
In 1884 Edison's wife Mary died, leaving him with three young children. He married Mina Miller in 1886, and began the construction of a new labora​tory in West Orange, New Jersey. The new lab employed about 60 workers and Edison tried to personally manage this large staff. The story goes that when a new employee once asked about rules, Edison answered, "There are no rules around here. We're trying to    accomplish something."
During his time in West Orange Edison produced the commercial phono​graph, the kinetoscope, the Edison storage battery, the electric pen, and some other inventions. In 1913 Edison introduced the first talking moving pictures. In 1915 he was appointed as president of the U.S. Navy Consulting Board. In all, Edison patented more than 1,000 discoveries. His inventions were often in response to demand for new or improved products. However, others also came by chance.
In his lifetime Thomas Alva Edison profoundly affected the technology of a modern society. He had a great faith in progress and industry, and valued long, hard work. Edison used to say, "Genius is 1 percent inspiration and 99 percent perspiration" He believed that inventing useful products offered everyone the opportunity for fame and fortune while benefiting a society.
The scientist died in West Orange, New Jersey on October 18th, 1931. After his death Edison became a folk hero of legendary status.
